The America 
Triumph enters the cruiser wars   
  Sept. 13 - Triumph unveiled the new 
Bonneville America last week in Peach-
tree City, Ga., entering the largest - and 
most competitive - segment of the 
American streetbike market.Based on 
last year's popular Bonneville, the new 
mid-weight cruiser shares it's engine 
layout with the retro 
standard, but little else. 
 
The America's 41mm 
non-adjustable forks are 
raked out to a chopper-
esque 33 degrees, mak-
ing the 95.4 inch cruiser 
the longest bike in the 
Triumph line. It's also 
the lowest, with a seat 
height of just over 28 inches. A narrow 
110/80-18 front and large 170/80-15 rear 
tire compliment the relaxed frame ge-
ometry. 
 
To give the America an offbeat idle more 
common to the cruiser set, the firing or-
der of the DOHC 800cc vertical twin 
Bonneville engine was changed from 
360 to 270 degrees. Updated balancer 
shafts help keep vibration under control, 
while new camshafts and rejetted carbs 
provide greater low-end torque. Despite 

these changes, the America’s mill 
churns out the same peak 61 horse-
power and 44.3 foot.-pounds of torque as 
the Bonneville. 
 
Owners will be able to customize their 
machines with a variety of seats, wind-
screens, saddlebags, light bars and 
chrome items from the extensive Tri-
umph accessory catalog. 

 
The America, offered in Car-
dinal Red and Silver or Jet 
Black and Silver, will be at 
dealers this October with a 
price of $7,999. 
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BMW, Harley-Davidson do-
nate motorcycles, cash to 
relief effort 
 
  Sept. 18 - In the wake of September 
11th's terrorist attacks on the World 
Trade Center and the 
P e nt a g o n ,  H a r l e y-
Davidson and BMW have 
each donated $1 million 
to Red Cross relief efforts 
and scores of new motor-
cycles to New York police 
departments. 
 
“We are all moved and 
saddened by the events of 
the past week and hope our contribution 
of police motorcycles and funds to the 
American Red Cross can in some way 
help with the relief effort,” said Jim 
McCaslin, President and Chief Operat-
ing Officer of Harley-Davidson Motor 
Company. 

 
In a joint statement, the chief executives 
of BMW's manufacturing, sales and 
marketing, financial services, technol-
ogy and design companies said "on be-
half of our employees, dealers, and cus-
tomers, we hope this donation will assist 

the relief effort, honor 
the memory of those 
who lost their lives, 
and show our apprecia-
tion for the freedom 
and opportunity this 
country offers."  
 
One hundred BMW 
and 30 Harley-
Davidson police motor-

cycles will be given to the City of New 
York to help replace equipment lost in 
the New York Police Department and 
the Port Authority of New York and 
New Jersey motor pools. 
 
Motorcycles have often been used in ur-

ban disaster areas. They are smaller 
and more maneuverable than automo-
biles and larger vehicles and are more 
capable of navigating the tight spaces 
and narrow roadways that often result 
from disasters. 
 
In addition to its cash and motorcycle 
donations, BMW has also donated ten 
new X5 Sports Activity vehicles to the 
Red Cross for its national relief efforts.

Emission Standards for New 
Nonroad Engines and Highway 
Motorcycles  
 
Sept. 21 - The federal Environmental 
Protection Agency has announced that it 
will issue proposed new rules in Novem-
ber to toughen emissions standards for 
road motorcycles, the American Motor-
cyclist Association (AMA) reports. 
 
Besides tightening existing standards, 
those new rules could include require-
ments for specific components on motor-
cycles -- such as fuel injection and cata-
lytic converters -- as well as "anti-
tampering" regulations, which could 
prohibit certain modifications to motor-
cycles, such as installing certain after-
market exhaust systems. 
 
November’s proposals will follow on the 
heels of strict emissions proposals for 
off-highway motorcycles and all-terrain 
vehicles released by EPA Administrator 
Christine Whitman on Sept. 14. The 
EPA had hoped to issue proposed regu-
lations covering street bikes at the same 
time, but indicated it ran out of time to 
put those proposed rules together and 
will finish them in November. 
 

The AMA and other motorcyclist groups 
had asked the EPA to consider only off-
highway vehicles this year, rather than 
tackling both road and off-highway 
emissions at the same time. In the end, 
though, the EPA chose to ignore those 
requests. 
 
"As much as we may want new EPA 
rules governing street bikes to be de-
layed, they will not," said Edward More-
land, AMA vice president for govern-
ment relations. "The proposed rules, 
when they are issued in November, 
could have a major impact on motorcy-
cling in the near future. 
 
"We’ve already submitted official com-
ments expressing our concerns, and 
we’re prepared to act swiftly to analyze 
and respond to the proposed rules when 
they are issued," Moreland said. 
"Motorcyclists nationwide need to be 
prepared to express their own views in 
November. 
 
Among other things, the AMA asked 
federal officials in February to refrain 
from establishing a list of technologies -- 
like fuel injection and catalytic convert-
ers -- and asked that any new standards 
be performance-based, allowing manu-

facturers the maximum amount of inno-
vation in reducing emissions.

1. Accident Reporting Bill (S2221 & A4156) 
2. Thruway Toll Reduction Bill (S705 & A905) 
3. Driver Education/Motorcycle Awareness (S2905 & 

A5822)  
4. TriBoro Bridge/EZ Pass Bill (S1366 & A2024).  
 
These 4 pieces of legislation now await the Governor's signa-
ture to be passed into law. We need to focus our attention on 
Governor Pataki to ensure that the bills are signed into law.  
 
Granted the fact that the governor has a lot on his desk with 
the state of the NYC problems, we cannot let these important  
bills fall through the bureaucratic cracks!

We have approximately 185 addresses we mail out to, for a 
monthly expense of $62.90, which relates to a yearly ex-
pense of $754.80.  This is only for the postage, and does not 
include the printing costs, or other costs such as labels.   
 
US Postal service provides services at a reduced rate for 
bulk mailings. As well, discounted prices are available for 
Non-profit organizations. Together the two discounts can 
save the chapter a whopping 70-80% of the cost of mailing 
the newsletter to our subscribers.  
 
In addition to the cost savings, the time consumption of 
sticking stamps, and labels to each newsletter would be 
alleviated, by automating the process during printing. 
 
Patti Will is going to bring this information to the next 
meeting for a complete report.
